YOUNG RIDERS’S DAY CAMP

PARENT INFORMATION SHEET

Summer is here again, and so is our Annual Horsemanship Day Camp! This program offers an introductory course in horsemanship designed for young riders between the ages of 8 – 14.   Our Young Riders Camp is designed for beginners and also riders with some knowledge and experience with horses.  Campers will learn all about horses: safety, horse psychology, horse management, healthcare, feeding and nutrition, stabling, proper grooming, saddling and care of the tack, as well as the English and Western styles of riding.

Students will get to show their new horse skills on the last day of class.  Parents are invited to come watch the show.  Remember to bring your cameras.

Drop Off and Pick Up

Campers should arrive each morning between 8:45 AM and 9:00 AM. Pick up should be promptly at the end of camp (2:00 PM) each day.  Your child’s safety and enjoyment at camp is very important to us.  Being on time allows them to receive the maximum benefit of camp, and due to limited supervision after camp, it is important that you pick them up on time.

Dress

For safety your child should be dressed as follows: long pants, tee-shirt or blouse (tucked in), riding boots or tennis shoes (with a smooth sole), no long earrings or dangling jewelry, sun screen (as needed). 

Please be aware that children will be required to wear a riding helmet:  NO EXCEPTIONS!  Helmets will be provided at no charge and are also available for purchase.  Please notify the instructor or call the office at 510-651-7208 to purchase a helmet.

Lunch and Refreshments

There will be breaks during each day’s activities.  Children should bring a lunch, snacks and drinks from home.  A snack and drink(s) are strongly recommended as campers are very active throughout the session.

Reservations

Every effort will be made to have our child attend the session of your choice.  However, space is limited and due to the overwhelming response we receive each summer, we cannot always accommodate each family’s first choice.  Please contact us as soon as possible if you are interested in your child attending.

Cancellations

There is a non-refundable deposit of $50.00 if you cancel less than 10 working days prior to the week you have reserved.  However, the deposit can be transferred to another session with no penalty, provided we have room in that session.

Directions

Camp is held at Hillcrest Farms, 5358 Sheridan Road, in Sunol.  (510-651-7208

From Livermore/Pleasanton areas: Take highway 680 South to Sunol.  Exit at Andrade Road.  Make a left turn at the stop sign, go over the freeway and continue on Andrade Road (past the driving range and up the hill) until you come to a stop sign.  Make a right turn at stop on Sheridan Road and the next immediate right turn into the driveway for Hillcrest Farms.

From Fremont areas: Take highway 680 North toward Pleasanton.  At the top of the Mission Grade, exit at Sheridan Road.  Make a right turn at the stop sign and continue down Sheridan Road approximately 2 miles.  The driveway for Hillcrest Farms is on the left-hand side of the road just before the intersection of Andrade and Sheridan Road.  If you miss the Sheridan Road exit from highway 680, continue down the grade and exit at Andrade Road.  Make a right turn on Andrade Road (past the driving range) and continue up the hill to the stop sign.  Make a right turn at stop onto Sheridan Road and the next immediate right  into the driveway for Hillcrest Farms.
